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ASHA announces Saddlebred
Regional Championship 
guidelines for 2009

The American Saddlebred Horse
Association (ASHA) has announced that
updated guidelines for the 2009
Regional Championships are now avail-
able on the ASHA website.

The ASHA Regional Championships
are a part of the Association’s ongoing
effort to improve public education
about the breed as well as to increase
competitive opportunities for all levels
throughout the nation. 

Eleven Regional Championship com-
petitions are scheduled throughout the
country in 2009. In the west, they
include the California Saddle Horse
Futurity for the West Coast, and the
Arizona Saddlebred Futurity for the
Southwest; in the Northwest Region, the
NWSA Fall Classic and Futurity; in the
North Central Region, the Wisconsin
Futurity; in the Heart of America
Region, the Mid-America Mane Event;
the South Central Region, at the State
Fair of Texas UPHA Show; for the
Bluegrass Region, the All American
Horse Classic; for the Atlantic Coast,
the North Carolina State Fair; in the
Southeast, the Southeastern Charity
Horse Show; in the Northeast, the
ASHAV Horse Show; and in New
England, the Eastern States Exposition. 

Among the changes and clarifications
in this year’s Regional Championship
guidelines are: 

Declaration of region is no longer
required: If a horse qualifies for multiple
Regional Championship competitions
and does not win the Regional
Champion ship title at its first such
event, it may compete for a Regional
Championship title at other Regional
Championship competitions for which it
is eligible. However, a horse may earn
only one Regional Championship title in
any calendar year.

As in prior years, horses and equi-
tation riders must compete and receive a
ribbon (1 through 8) in three (3) sepa-
rate competitions within the region, in
the qualifying period, in the same section
within the Saddlebred division, to qualify
for a Regional Championship title in

that region’s championship event. Sec -
tions include Five-Gaited, Three-Gaited,
Fine Harness, Park, Park Pleasure, Show
Pleasure, and Country Pleasure, Saddle
Seat Equitation, etc. This means that a
horse does not have to qualify for a spe-
cific class, such as amateur or junior
exhibitor, and allows this aspect of
regional qualifying to be consistent with
Kentucky State Fair qualifying.

The qualifying period has been
changed to include all competitions up
to the starting dates of each respective
Regional Championship. This adds
urgency for all local competitions to
submit their results to the ASHA as
promptly as possible. 

There are additional incentives for
participating in the Regional Champ ion  -
ships. Each Regional Champion will
receive an exclusive tri-color and neck
ribbon and make a solo victory pass.
The American Saddlebred Registry’s
Grand National program is offering
$5,000 added money to classes at five
Regional Championships including the
ASHAV Horse Show, the Mid-America
Mane Event, the NWSA Fall Classic, the
Southeastern Charity, and the Wisconsin
Futurity. Sections for those $5,000 stakes
are Three-Gaited, Fine Harness, Three-
Gaited Show Pleasure, Five-Gaited, and
Three-Gaited Park, respectively.

ASHA will soon be displaying a com-
plete database of all horses’ current
regional competition records, by section,
on the ASHA website, so that all com-
petitors and managements can easily see
the region(s) and section(s) for which a
given horse is qualified.

The Ride of My Life
Jamie Weisbach’s Journey

Through Pleasure Equitation

Thank goodness my Girl Scout
troop wanted to earn our Horse
Lover’s Badge. I was eight years
old and very excited to get the
chance to ride a horse; I hadn’t had
the chance to ride since my brother
was taking lessons a year or two
before at a different stable. We just
happened to pick Zubrod Stables
out of the phone book, and I’m
very glad we did so. Our Girl
Scout troop walked into Zubrod
and I was amazed at the neat
indoor ring with the horses inside.

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I remember that I was so short, I
could barely see over the railing. When
it was time for us to ride I could not
wait! I had so much fun that I asked my
parents if I could take lessons there. The
instructor told us about the summer
camp. My parents promised me if I
enjoyed the camp enough and was still
interested in taking lessons then I would
be able to. Of course, after the camp I
was ready to start as soon as possible! 

For the next several years I still took
lessons, dividing my time and passion
between riding, dance, track and cross-
country. I loved it all and couldn’t dedi-
cate myself to just one thing. As busy as
I was, the running did help keep my
legs strong and dance classes helped
with my posture, and eased my nerves
with competing, for the most part any-
way. During the winter I began taking
part in the winter tournaments for
Zubrod Stables. The whole car ride
there I would sit in the back and just
think about how I would ride and the
different strategies I would use; my par-
ents couldn’t even speak to me because
I would be “in my zone.” 

Every year since I was little, my dad

would take me to the World
Champion ship Horse Show at the
Kentucky State Fair. I was mesmerized
by all the riders and their fancy horses,
especially the equitation riders. I soon
learned that there were a lot of great
equitation riders at Zubrod who I really
admired — Jacqueline Beck, Eleanor
Watkins, and Lindsay Haupt, to name a
few. I loved how gracefully they could
ride and how confident they were. I
especially loved watching them do pat-
terns. It was amazing to me how much
teamwork was involved. Right then it
became my dream to be able to ride like
that one day.

When I was 14, trainer Sarah Tomp -
kins came to Zubrod Stables. Along
with Sarah came some lesson horses,
one of which was Benjamin Twiggs
(Benjie). Sarah talked about a new way
of competing that sounded intriguing —
Academy. I began using Benjie in most
of my lessons, and grew to love riding
him very much. He had several “levels,”
which made learning on him a good
challenge. To get him to reach his poten-
tial would require hard work. Once he
had his head up and was moving at a

good speed, he looked very showy.
When I learned that he was for sale, I
thought, maybe just maybe… 

When my parents then bought him
for me as a Christmas gift, I couldn’t
stay away from the barn. I was begin-
ning to take a serious look at what I
really wanted to do. I could no longer
divide my time with dance and running
as I had before. I now realized how
much riding would be needed to
become competitive. Besides, as any
teenager knows at that age, doing more
than a couple of things is possible, but
doing them all well becomes increasing-
ly difficult. The juggling act of competi-
tions, track meets and horse lessons was
definitely becoming a burden, so some-
thing had to go. I hung in there with
the dancing, but the barn was still my
favorite place to be. 

Sarah Tompkins had been involved
with the Academy program for several
years, so this was my chance to jump in
and give it a try. I started putting in some
extra time, and Cindy and Sarah both
worked very hard with Benjie and me. It
was a great season for us, resulting in a
handful of blue ribbons. I abso lutely

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loved going to the Academy Nationals in
Murfreesboro, Tennessee. Now I was
really hooked. It was time to jump into
the “big leagues,” and I didn’t have
much time left in my age group, as I was
already 15. 

Cindy and Sarah were excited about
my interest in Show Performance. They
thought it would be a good idea to start
out in Show Pleasure, to help get used
to the ring and being in large classes.
They certainly know what they’re doing,
so I was thrilled to give it a shot. With
Cindy’s unbelievable talent for matching
horses and riders, she found a versatile
big horse named Highpoint’s the King’s
Sun (King) for sale right at our barn.
My first show was the MHSA in
Columbia, Missouri, and I remember
how nervous I was. I know I was driv-
ing Cindy crazy with questions — “Are
my stirrups OK? Do I need to tighten
my snaffle? What about my curb? Am I
next? How much longer?” Cindy finally
had to tell me to hush, calm down, and
relax. I tried as best I could, but the
nerves were still there. Surprisingly, I
ended up winning both of my classes
and was ready to go again. King was so
big and gentle; he really tried his best
and never acted up, unless he was step-
ping on his own tail in the line-up.

Before the season was over, I tried
the UPHA Pleasure Challenge Cup.
Even though King was not an equitation
horse, we won, and I was easily con-
vinced to take the equitation route. As I
learned more and more
about Pleasure
Equitation, it became
very appealing, and we
decided it would be a
good fit for me. I really
loved the natural look
of the horses’ mane
and tail. I was excited
about learning to do
pattern work, and I had a little experi-
ence with a Show Pleasure horse.

Once again, Cindy used her uncanny
abilities, and found a couple of horses
in Wisconsin. Cindy, my mom and I
took a trip one snowy February week-
end to check them out. After only two
rides on “Oh Gee Whiz” (Gizmo),
Cindy and I agreed he was a perfect fit
for my whopping height of 5’2”!
Gizmo is a tall, beautiful, light chestnut

horse with a fairly short
back, which worked
perfectly. I was so lucky
to find and fall in love
with such a great horse
so quickly. His previous
owner, Deanna Lanigan,
is a fantastic rider. It
was obvious how much
she loved that horse,
and I hoped that I
would learn to show
him even half as well as
she did.

Now the real work
began. It was mid-
February, and if I want-
ed to show in Columbia
again, I had only two
months to prepare. But I
was determined. I quit
the dance team, took
three lessons a week,
and on top of that, I had
the opportunity to ride
another horse for a
wonderful friend of
mine, Heather Stumler,
and I jumped at the
chance. Her horse,
Glory, is a one-eyed,
sweet, prissy little mare
who thinks she can get the upper hand!
She used to be in the show ring, so she
knows what’s going on. I’ve had so
much fun being able to ride her. Glory
has been great to practice on, and gives

me an excuse to get
out to the barn about
four to five days a
week. Riding her bare-
back has especially
helped me get
stronger. Everyone
thinks I’m crazy, but I
love it when the pat-
tern work calls for

dropping your stirrups. She also gets
very excited when asked to do anything
other than go in a circle. You never
know how she’s going to react when
you ride her outside; it’s an adventure
every time. Sarah’s group lessons have
also helped me tremendously. There are
usually five or six of us in the ring, and
she comes up with some fun and unique
things to do. I really enjoy being with
all the other riders. Everyone is very

supportive of each other, even when
competing in the same classes.

My first year in Pleasure Equitation
went very, very well, though it took time
to adjust. I was accustomed to big class-
es from Show Pleasure, so I was learn-
ing to maneuver around the ring better. I
had also done some pattern work, so I
knew a little of what to expect. What I
didn’t realize was just how much energy
this horse had, but in my first outdoor
show with him, I sure found out. Let’s
just say it was interesting. When I look
back at that ride on film, Gizmo and I
look more like we should have been in a
rodeo than a Pleasure Equitation class!
Cindy put my nose to the grindstone
back at Zubrod. She told me to quit
worrying so much about the details for
now (hands, feet, back, etc.), and just
learn to really ride that horse. 

Everything else would fall into place.
At the next show, in Indianapolis, as I
entered the ring, I can remember her
saying “Forget all about equitation for
now, just ride him.” That was my turn-

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ing point. Gizmo is so strong and cute,
and he loves to show off in the ring. He
is happier when I’m really asking him to
perform, and I felt that we were becom-
ing a better team. We got second place
in the Pleasure Equitation class, and
won the UPHA Pleasure Challenge cup.

Things were looking up, although the
Lexington Junior League show was
another interesting experience. It was
my first time ever in that show ring, and
I thought I might not even make it into
the ring at all. Something spooked
Gizmo, and it seemed like forever before
I coaxed him into the ring. By the time
we made it in, I looked like a deer in the
headlights myself. Before I knew it, it
was already time to reverse! It was defi-
nitely a learning experience, but the next
day was better. We got into the ring the
same time as the other horses and riders,
so this class wasn’t as humbling. I sure
needed to get back to that practice ring,
take many more tough lessons, and
spend Friday nights riding Glory before
going out with my friends, but it soon
began to pay off.

By the end of the season I was able
to qualify for the USEF Medal Class,
Saddle and Bridle’s
Medallion, and the UPHA
Pleasure Challenge Cup,
which landed me a Top Ten
ribbon. It was really exciting
accomplishing so much in my
first season of Pleasure
Equitation. It didn’t matter
that I hadn’t been riding all
my life; all in all, Pleasure
Equitation has been a perfect
match for me. One of the
aspects that came easier for
me was having good posture.
The dancing experience defi-
nitely helped with that.
Riding bareback really helps
with leg strength and balance.
On the other hand, something
that did not come so easily
for me was being aggressive
in the ring. I would focus so
much on my position that I
would forget to just ride my
horse the best I could. My
instructors have really helped
me work on that. I certainly
need to practice pattern work
a lot, but it is so much fun.

The amount of teamwork involved
between a rider and their horse is amaz-
ing. To be successful, you really have to
communicate with your whole body, as
well as with your voice. You can’t just
push a button, you really have to think.
It’s always a little exciting not knowing
what the pattern is until an hour before
the show, and sometimes you don’t
know until it’s your turn in the ring, but
it is the rider’s job to make it work.
There is always plenty of strong compe-
tition in the Pleasure Equitation classes,
and plenty of finals at the end of the
season. You also have the option of
entering qualifying classes such as the
Good Hands and USEF Medals to gain
more experience, and the opportunity to
show in Louisville at the World’s
Championship!

I am very lucky to be part of a great
barn with such great instructors, and I
know my love for riding will stay with
me my whole life. I have had so many
great experiences in a very short time.
Who knows what this season will bring,
but I’ll be out there with Gizmo enjoy-
ing every minute of it. I am truly having
the ride of my life!  as

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Make Trail Riding a
Pleasure for Your Horse

One of the most enjoyable — and
sometimes challenging — aspects of
horse ownership is the thrill and sense
of accomplishment that comes at the
end of a demanding trail ride. Trail rid-
ing is good for your horse, and a sure-
fire cure for the boredom of going
round and round in circles! Neverthe -
less, if your horse is not already a tried
and true trail horse, it’s going to take
some time and work to ensure that trail
riding is fun for both of you.

People tend to consider a trail ride as
no big deal, maybe like a relaxing stroll
around a suburban neighborhood.
How ever, for many horses going on a
trail ride, that “stroll” may feel like
being dropped into an unknown loca-
tion populated by bands of terrorists/
bandits/muggers/aliens who regard you
as lawful prey.

Everyone’s goal for trail riding is to
have a pleasant and fun-filled time. So
how do we make sure your horse is
going to enjoy the experience? What
would make you comfortable if you
were dropped into unknown territory?
What would convince you that you
were up to the challenges you were like-
ly to encounter? That you were going to
be safe? What would have to happen so
that you could enjoy the experience
without any change in heart rate?

Go with a confident and 
competent tour guide

There’s nothing like traveling with
someone who has been there before,
who doesn’t think this trip is a big deal,
and who can get you out of any kind of
trouble in which you may find yourself.

In our trail-riding scenario, the most
important guide is a super confident and
slightly dominant trail horse whose
demeanor and competence will give the
inexperienced horse confidence. Horses
are natural followers; after all, foals sur-
vive by following their mothers, and
grown horses take their cues from the
behavior of the leader, who is generally
a horse with some status in the herd. So,
for at least the first several months of
trail riding, your horse needs the compa-
ny of a slightly bored “Steady-Eddie.”

You need a confident human tour
guide, too. In the best scenario, this is
the person riding Steady-Eddie. Now
you have two role models, one for your

horse and one for you. This person
should understand that what is no big
deal to the rider may be a very big deal
to your horse (ditches, mail boxes, pass-
ing traffic). Go with someone who
understands that they are the tour guide
and their job for the day is to anticipate
problems and assist you in the chal-
lenges you may meet
on the trail. Any
experienced trail rider
has accumulated
many good coping
techniques. Encourage
them to share.

Go with friends
Traveling solo is

always more alarming
than being with a reasonable number of
like-minded people. Would you feel hap-
pier on the subways of New York alone,
or with a group of friends? With friends,
of course! You get the most confidence
from a small group that acts like a
group. That is, they pay attention to
group dynamics and look out for the
well-being of each member of a group.

From your horse’s point of view, if
you ride in a group, there is now a herd
of horses, all acting like lookouts, all of
whom can help show him how to cope
with the challenges of the trip. A group
of calm horses is a great addition to that
calm tour guide. From the horse’s point

of view, if the herd is calm and happy,
he is calm and happy. He is no longer
the only sentry out there, he has backup.
There are others who can call for help,
or, at the very least, there is a chance the
bad guys will pick on someone else!

However, there are a few caveats
attached to the “go with a group” sce-

nario. You don’t want
too big of a crowd; a
group that’s too large
can be distracting or dis-
ruptive (think of a field
trip to a museum with
40 teenagers). A large
group is hard to control,
and with too many
horses, there is an
increased chance of a

horse — or rider — misbehaving. Also,
some horses are actually more nervous
in a large group than they are with a
smaller group. This may be particularly
the case if they are unacquainted with
the horses, and now have to worry
about their place in the herd as well as
lions jumping on them. Know your
horse and figure out his optimal number
of companions. For many horses, this
number is typically two or three.

Now, about those friends…
You need real friends, defined in this

context as people who will give up what
they want to do to make sure you and

your horse stay in your comfort zone.
You want the people who will do what
needs to be done to keep your horse
calm and happy, even if that means for-
going their delightful gallop up that
tempting hill. When you find these peo-
ple, appreciate them, they are a gift
worth treasuring.

Small trips first, long trips later
Assuming your horse has good man-

ners on the lead, put on the lead rope,
and go for an “in hand” walk in the
new location, even just 30 or 40 feet
away from home turf. This is even bet-
ter if you go with a horse that is familiar
and comfortable with the new locations.

Let the horse “chill,” look around, and
graze a little. Then do this mounted.
Get off and put the horse away.
Congratulations! You and your horse
just had your first successful trail ride. I
know this doesn’t meet your definition
of a trail ride, but this may have been a
big deal for your horse. This gradual
approach convinces him that he will be
kept in the comfort zone, and that he
will always make it home.

Go slow
Okay, I know this is a tough one,

because one of life’s great pleasures is to
gallop up a long hill. However, until
your horse is perfectly happy in the new

trail environment, the goal is not to do
anything that increases anyone’s blood
pressure and/or heart rate. Going fast
raises a horse’s blood pressure and heart
rate, and to the horse, that usually
means, “I’m frightened.”

If you found yourself in a new envi-
ronment, you would want time to think
and look around a bit. If someone were
making you rush while trying to figure
out how to climb down a cliff, you
wouldn’t be very happy about it, either.

In the wild, adult horses don’t often
travel at high speed for the fun of it.
High speed is dangerous — think
“prairie dog holes and lurking preda-
tors.” When horses gallop in a group,

they think there must be a reason, and
probably not a happy one. For a long
time, you need to limit your trail experi-
ence to walking (boring) and later steady
not-very-fast trotting (also boring).

No one is getting left behind 
for wolves or sent ahead as
sniper-bait

If you were traveling to some place
alarming with a group, you would want
to know that everyone is committed to
staying together. So does your horse.
The last thing he wants to see is the
group leaving without him, so for the
inexperienced or low confidence horse,
the goal is to do everything as a group.
If one horse stops, everyone stops. If one
horse trots, everyone trots. Most inexpe-
rienced horses are most comfortable in
the middle of the pack for just that rea-
son, but this isn’t true of every horse, so
it’s important to experiment. Eventually,
it’s nice to have a trail horse that is
happy with or without friends, and can
lead, follow, or venture off by himself,
but for starters, stay together.

Have an exit strategy
Make sure you have your ticket

home. Your first trail rides should not
only be short, they should be to a place
from which you can easily walk home
— or at least back to the trailer — if
necessary. Until your horse is a happy,
experienced trail rider, you don’t want
to be three hours out there somewhere
with no way to get back.

Be fit for the trip — practice
before you go

Trail riding, like traveling, is full of
the unexpected. There are some things
you know you will
have to do, basic
“competencies” for
any adventure. If you
have a handle on these
in advance, you are
just going to be more
confident out there.
For your trail riding horse, or proto-trail
riding horse, this means the basics must
be intact. The horse should be trained
enough to be controllable, and should
be “stoppable” under all circumstances.
Practice a one rein or emergency stop
until you know you have a way to put

on the brakes.
The horse

should stand
quietly under
most circum-
stances. He
should also be
trained to lead
from the
ground, so if
necessary, you
can both walk
home if you
have to. The
horse should
stand for you
to get on and
off. If you can’t get on from the ground,
make sure your horse is trained to par-
allel park next to things like stumps or
logs; otherwise, you may have a long
walk home. Remember, anything that is
problematic about your horse in the
ring is likely to be more of a problem
on the trail.

There are other things you may be
able to anticipate. In most trail rides,
you can pretty well guess that your
horse will have to go up and down hills,
cross creeks or little ditches, get
smacked with branches on the side of
the trail, or deal with the devil mas-
querading as a mail box, garbage can or
people on bikes.

If you are young and crazy enough,
you can get on & go, and just let the
horse figure it out while you’re out
there. There are some people who can
learn to swim by being thrown in the
deep end of the pool, but this is not very
a reasonable teaching technique, and in
some cases, can produce long-standing
neuroses in the horse, as well as the

rider. It is better to
teach the horse to
conquer obstacles
while in a controlled
environment.

One successful way
to do this is to start
your trail training in

the ring. The best technique involves
teaching the horse good manners, so that
you can lead, turn, back and drive him
from the ground. You must teach the
horse to keep out of your personal space.
Once he is trained on the ground, then
you can challenge him to obstacles with

no one sitting on him. This ground train-
ing takes time, but is worth it. If you
don’t prepare for this, you may well end
up with a scared horse jumping on you
rather than approaching a “scary” object.

Exposing your horse to new, poten-
tially frightening things in the controlled
environment is also useful because it will
give you an idea of what your horse does
when confronted with the unknown.
Does he freeze? Spook? Bolt? Find this
out in the ring, develop strategies to deal
with the behavior, and convince him the
scary monsters are no big deal. If you
don’t have a strategy, get one! Get sever-
al! You will need them all, sooner or
later. There are “de-spooking” clinics
available in many locations, and they
can be very helpful in making any horse
a happy trail horse.

Have the proper equipment
When you travel, you feel better

with the “stuff” that will keep you safe
and comfortable. It’s the same with trail
riding. Take a cell phone and keep it on
you, not in saddle bags. Use a comfort-
able saddle that gives you the support
you need and fits the horse comfortably.
Use leg protection for your horse’s legs,
particularly if the terrain includes lots
of logs or large rocks. Finally, wear
your hard hat, every time, every ride.
No exceptions. Your hard hat will not
only protect you in a fall, but also pro-
tect your head from collisions with trees
and branches.

either. With the proper training, the vast
majority of horses can make the transi-
tion to life on the trail. But, be sensible
about this. There are some horses —
and some riders — whose anxiety levels
never recede enough to make them
happy travel partners. Some horses —
and some people — just hate, hate, hate
the unexpected. Some horses have con-
firmed behavioral issues that make them
bad candidates for riding outside a care-
fully controlled environment. These
include horses with bad or non-existent
brakes, horses whose brains “check
out” when frightened, and those that
are confirmed buckers or bolters. These
horses can be too dangerous to ride out
there in the real world, so use some
common (horse) sense.

Remember, it’s never “just” a trail
ride; it’s always an adventure of some
kind! You and your horse need to be
prepared. Looking at this job from your
horse’s point of view, and making sure
he is prepared for the job will go a long
way to ensuring that everyone has a
good time, and will look forward to the
next time out. As with any training we
do with horses, try to view the process
itself as part of the fun. If you do your

homework, most horses will develop the
confidence to be happy, willing partners
in your exploration of the world outside
the ring. Happy Trails!

Trail challenges to practice 
at home

It’s a lot of fun to think up obstacles
to use to challenge your horse in the
safety of the ring/pasture. Think about
things you’ll encounter while out on the
trail. These may be
“suburban” things,
or “deep woods”
things. Various meth-
ods used to do the
teaching can be
found with a simple
search on the
Internet. Methods
range from clicker training to various
forms of cowboy magic, but all involve
going slow and waiting for your horse
to relax and become curious. You want
to expose your horse to these things,
but only to the extent that he can toler-
ate it. For small, scary things, it is often
helpful for someone to hold the “thing”
in front of the horse at a tolerant dis-
tance, and then walk away from the

horse with the object remaining in
sight. Most Saddlebreds will just have
to go up and investigate!

Tarps: Teach your horse to walk
over the tarp. Make sure the corners of
the tarp are secured down so your horse
doesn’t get wrapped up in it. Hang tarp
from fence post. Have a friend drag tarp
away from the horse and let the horse
follow. Work up to dragging the tarp
next to the horse while walking.

Poles on the
ground: Start by just
walk ing over single
poles. Arrange them
like pick-up sticks,
and let the horse fig-
ure out how to pick
his way through the
puzzle.

Poles off the ground: Raise poles on
blocks, walk through, and let the horse
learn to tolerate hitting obstacles with his
feet, and the sound of the poles falling off
blocks. Raise poles until the horse has to
really work to walk over them, and
under stand that these are not to be
jumped. If you can get to some big logs,
these are a great training tool as well.

Borrow oversized “commercial”

garbage cans and let your horse get used
to them. For some reason, horses often
think these are inhabited by monsters.

Acquire items such as garden flags,
pin-wheels, balloons, and beach umbrel-
las and leave them around the ring. Go
to the dollar store and think, “what can
I buy to surprise my horse?” Pool “noo-
dles” are particularly useful.

Arrange barrels or jump standards 4-
5 feet apart, and teach the horse to walk
through them. Gradually decrease the
distance. It’s also good to do with
shrubs in pots, so the horse gets used to
being brushed by vegetation.

Find tree trimming scraps such as
small tree branches, and teach the horse
how to walk through them (note: dispose
of these when done! Some trees/brushes
are poisonous, particularly when wilted).

Find a low hanging branch and make
sure your horse knows how to duck
under it. Rustle it over top of him, so he
learns “no mountain lions up there.”
Take a branch and smack your hard hat
with it to get him used to the sound.

Wave your jacket or raincoat around
the horse until he doesn’t care anymore.
You need to get him used to having you

take your coat on and off while mount-
ed. People have been seriously hurt, or
worse, over this one. For mounted
work, start with someone holding the
horse while you just rustle your jacket
while mounted. Work up from there.

If your horse has never had to deal
with a barking dog, go find one! Have
the horse “track” the dog and learn that
the dog will back down. Note: do not
use yapping little Jack Russell types, or
any other obsessive type that would be
more likely to try circling around to bite
the horse’s heels.

Cars, bikes, motorcycles, ATVs? If
your horse isn’t comfortable having a
car go by him, you have some serious
work to do before leaving the ring.
Stand the horse next to a driveway.
Have someone drive up and down past
the horse at a safe distance. Have the
friend stop from time to time and give
out treats. Increase speed and decrease
distance. This also works with any other
mobile or motorized vehicle.

Play leap-frog with a group of hors-
es: One really good way to get your
horse comfortable in a group is to play
“leap frog,” starting with a group of

horses in the ring. Ride in a line, have
one horse stop, let everyone pass him
while he stands quietly, then have the
horse catch up to the back of the line.
This helps your horse understand that
all positions in the herd are okay. A
more advanced variant on this is to have
one horse go alone ahead of the group
— even 20 steps is enough — and stand
still while the group passes. Then have
the group stop a short way ahead, and
have the horse walk calmly to catch up.
This teaches the horse to tolerate small
separations from the group. Practice at
all gaits! Then take it outside.

Look for natural obstacles in safe
locations and practice. Take a look
around your pasture; are there natural
obstacles you can use? Hills, ditches,
creeks, muddy spots, overhanging
branches, large logs to step over are all
challenges, and it’s great to be able to
teach your horse about them in a con-
trolled environment.

Remember, you can desensitize your
horse to just about anything. All this
preparation work is fun in and of itself,
and can lead to a happy, confident trail
horse!  as
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Upstream or downstream, an American Saddlebred will take you there.































The American Saddlebred horse pos-
sesses the natural diversity and ability to
offer something for everyone. Within a
Saddlebred exists the opportunity for
greatness as a performance, sport, pleas-
ure, or even equitation star. The division
that shines in my eyes is one that does so
by showing both the natural beauty of
the horse and rider, and is formed when
pleasure and equitation come together.
This division is Pleasure Equitation.

The first element of my favorite divi-
sion comes from Saddle Seat equitation.
Saddle Seat equitation could easily be
described as “the complete picture.”
Riders must exhibit perfection in their
position on their horse — a slight bend
at the knee, a quiet seat, natural posi-
tion of the feet and irons — all while
maintaining precise control of their
horse’s movement. The second element
comes from the Country Pleasure divi-
sion. The Country Pleasure horse is the
ideal mount for the Pleasure Equitation

rider. These horses exhibit good man-
ners in the ring, must flat walk, halt,
and have a full mane and tail. Pleasure
Equitation is in and of itself a perfect
collaboration of these two divisions.

The United States Equestrian
Federation describes Pleasure Equitation
as a division reserved for junior riders
riding pleasure horses with full manes
and tails with natural carriage. Pleasure
Equitation horses may be cross entered
in Country Pleasure classes, and the
rider may also show in Open Saddle
Seat Equitation Championship classes
(when Pleasure Equitation Champion -
ships are not offered). What is special
about this division is that it offers the
rider an opportunity to focus on his or
her form, as well as the presentation of
a pleasure horse. The Pleasure
Equitation division pushes riders to
achieve the elegance seen in equitation,
and do so on their pleasure mount.

The elegance of equitation can be

visualized as the mastery of five key
aspects: feet, knees, core, shoulders, and
eyes. Feet should sit in the irons straight
with heels down and toes pointing for-
ward. Knees should have a slight, but
clean bend. The core is the basis for the
entire form of the rider. It helps a rider
find their center of balance on their
horse, keep their seat quiet, and stay
strong and effective upon their horse.
Shoulders should be open, giving the
rider an appearance of strength and con-
fidence. Lastly in these points are the
eyes. “Eyes” does not just refer to look-
ing forward, but showing confidence in
the carriage of oneself, going straight
forward, not holding back. Besides the
aforementioned points, hands are a cru-
cial element to any equitation or Pleasure
Equitation rider. Hands should be quiet
and soft but continuously working with
the horse’s mouth. A polished rider will
have a round wrist and carry their fore-
arm above the point of the elbow.

Making the

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To complement the elegance of the
rider, a natural and suitable pleasure
mount must be selected. As a rider is
selecting a horse for Pleasure Equitation,
one should look for a willing, quality
horse that could easily be seen as a top
performer in a division such as Country
Pleasure. A horse must have quality car-
riage and position of its headset. A
Pleasure Equitation horse is never
trimmed, having a full mane and natural
tail, and it is important for these horses
to have motion to be competitive.
However, it is more of a natural motion
than the greatly enhanced motion of a
trimmed three-gaited horse. Solid square
gaits are important to these horses just
as it is in many other divisions. 

The horse must also have a workable
and willing mindset. One important
attribute that a Pleasure Equitation
horse must have, which not all horses
possess, is the mindset and intelligence
to do figure work. Figure work must be
taught to a horse, but it is the horse’s
willingness that allows for success in this
area. Horse and rider come together to
form a beautiful picture of the elegance
of the Saddlebred and Saddle Seat rid-
ing. Each team of horse and rider works
together to put on their best show with
poise and grace.

As a Pleasure Equitation rider, I have
worked for hours to improve and polish
my ability on a horse under the direc-
tion of Renee Biggins, who has taught
me the idea of “points” to keep on top
of one’s positioning while riding. As we
work together for the polish, we start at
the bottom with my feet and journey up
to my eyes. As a rider, I have learned
that the more I go through my points,
the sharper my form remains. 

Personally, I have found that when I
put the effort and concentration into my
form, it only enhances the confidence of
the horse beneath me. I feel that the
presentation of the rider is directly cor-
related to the performance of the horse.
When working with a horse, I feel that
all the elements of a nice pleasure horse
are important for Pleasure Equitation,
but in my experience, the horse’s will-
ingness is its most important quality. I
love a horse that wants to please you as
the rider, but is also going to wait for
you to push it to go the extra mile. I
believe willingness is the most significant

contributing factor to success, especially
in the workout portion of Pleasure
Equitation. This willingness and easygo-
ing combination of horse and rider can
make this division seem more relaxed
than others in the Saddle Seat world.

Pleasure Equitation can also be
viewed as a more relaxed and feasible
division for many riders, as it could be
considered more budget friendly. Most
Pleasure Equitation mounts have a
lower price tag than a trimmed horse.
Some of the horses could be higher
quality lesson horses and will still have
success in the division. By no means
does a rider have to have the “best
horse” in the class, they just need one
with a good presence in the ring. Riders
wear a day suit, which is one of the visi-
ble signs of Pleasure Equitation being a
less high-strung division. Pleasure

Equitation has put a few more riders in
a show ring, likely including many for
whom competition may have been less
feasible in one of the more financially
demanding Saddle Seat divisions. If it
were not for this great division, I myself
may never have found my way into a
suit and out of the academy division.

While talking to Renee Biggins, train-
er and owner of Biggins Stables in
Simpsonville, Kentucky, I asked about
her thoughts on the Pleasure Equitation
division, from a trainer’s perspective.
Renee has consistently put some of her
riders into the division, and feels that it’s
the casual yet competitive attitude that
keeps her a big supporter of the divi-
sion. She loves the realist side of show-
ing it has offered many different riders.
Even though it is an affordable division,
it is still competitive. As a trainer,

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Pleasure Equitation offers Renee the
opportunity to teach figure work to
pleasure horses and even lesson horses.
She also enjoys teaching her riders how
to teach their horses to work together so
they both learn this skill. Renee has
worked hard to put riders into the show
ring through Pleasure Equitation.

I have been working my way to the
show ring since I fell into Saddle Seat
riding. I began riding
when I moved to
Kentucky as a seven-
year-old. I took my
first lesson at Biggins
Stables and have been
there ever since. Riding
with a trainer like
Renee Biggins, form
and presentation are
always a top priority. I
have always loved the
challenge of the equi-
tation side of riding,
and not just being the
person with the perfect horse. From rid-
ing many different lesson horses, I’ve
learned that when I make myself solid
with confidence through correct body
positioning, the horse is more willing to
do its job. I have always emphasized the
matter of equitation for myself even
more than my trainer has. I started
working on figure work one day in a
lesson, as a skill to help me form a part-
nership with the horse. Before the possi-
bility of ever showing in Pleasure
Equitation existed, I fell in love with it.
In the winter of 2007, Renee and I
decided it was time for me to take my
riding to the next level. As we talked,
there was no mention of any division
other than Pleasure Equitation. Pleasure
Equitation just seemed as though it was
the only place in the show ring that
would match my riding and personality.
Pleasure Equitation has pushed me to
not only be the rider I am today, but
also the person I am today.

The person I am today constantly
strives for perfection, which is a word
consistently associated with Saddle Seat.
It is an attribute all riders wish to pos-
sess, but in Pleasure Equitation there is a
desire for perfection in the horse and the
rider, as well as in the two as a team. A
rider hopes his or her form is polished,
rail work is graceful and elegant, figure

work is precise, and that the parts flow
together to make a picture perfect per-
formance. When all this is done, the
rider can call this success, and is brought
nearer to perfection. Perfection is a qual-
ity that may never be reached; however
it is the off chance that it will, that keeps
people trying.

As a rider — as in life — I am a per-
fectionist. I know that I will most likely

never achieve perfec-
tion, but coming close
keeps me reaching. As
a Pleasure Equitation
rider, I want my ride to
be executed knowing I
am one step and one
stride closer. This desire
has made me a more
determined rider. As I
ride I try and make
every element meet the
high standards of my
trainer and myself.
When I practice my fig-

ure work I want every circle I make to
have twenty strides in it, each line to be
straight, and to get the correct lead or
diagonal on the first try. I have grown a
lot as a rider, and have found that many
of the elements that make up Pleasure
Equi tation will come
with practice. Will
everything play out
just the way you want
it at your next show
or lesson? I have
learned the hard way
that the answer to this
is, probably not.
Know ing this fact
keeps the drive burn-
ing inside of me and is
what keeps me riding.

Renee knows that I
want this perfection,
and as my trainer, she
wants me to succeed.
But, that doesn’t
always mean being
perfect. She often has
to bring me back to
the reality of the
sport. One of the
biggest lessons I have learned from
Renee in attempting to perfect my figure
work, is that it’s not geometry class. In
geometry class, when drawing a circle, a

person has the tools, like a protractor, to
make the circle prefect every time. In
riding this is simply not the case; a rider
can’t just draw a pattern in the sawdust,
they have to guide themselves and horse
all the way through it one stride at a
time. Sometimes not everything is as
perfect as the individual would have
liked, but they must keep working for-
ward. There is no eraser for riding, but
there is always another ride.

A person outside of the sport will
never see riding as a team sport, but in
reality, it is. Not just one part of the
team can be given the credit for a win.
In Pleasure Equitation, a strong partner-
ship between both is key; not just one of
the two is being judged. The horse is the
one that carries the partnership to suc-
cess, but the rider is the one who guides
them there. In this division, rider and
horse are seen as flowing though every-
thing together. This achievement will
never be reached if the horse and rider
do not work as one. Partnership makes
figure work correct. The horse is a won-
derful creation; however, a horse will
never be able to read the mind of the
rider or know the elements for which a
judge will ask. It takes the rider to guide
their horse stride by stride through each

of the elements. It
takes a horse’s
patience and willing-
ness to sit back and
wait for the rider to
ask. This flow
desired in the team
can be accomplished
when both the
Pleasure Equitation
horse and rider work
together through a
game of give and
take. Once this bond
between the two is
formed, a team’s pos-
sibilities are endless.

Fellow Pleasure
Equitation rider
Megan Todd feels
that the partnership
and teamwork
between horse and

rider is what makes the division a
rewarding one of which to be a part.
She explains Pleasure Equitation as
something different from other divisions

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because the rider is never just thinking
about only themselves or only the horse,
rather they are trying to focus on mak-
ing them both the best that they can be,
and bringing them together as a team.
Megan states, “It is a combination
effort, and in the end, when done cor-
rectly, can be very rewarding. The feel-
ing of accomplishment of the team suc-
ceeding is the ultimate feeling that both
team members’ hard work has paid
off.”  Megan has taken this sport and
centered it on this idea of teamwork,
and it has only brought her more suc-
cess. The teamwork Megan has learned
has not only brought her many blue rib-
bons in Pleasure Equitation, but also in
other divisions in which she has shown.
She feels it is this sense of teamwork
that has allowed her to excel as she has
shown horses and ponies for others in
the Saddlebred industry. The skills
acquired by Megan and other fellow
Pleasure Equitation riders from showing
in this division have opened many new
avenues as a show rider.

Pleasure Equitation is not just giving
riders a great opportunity in the ring, it
is helping those outside the ring as well.
Many Pleasure Equitation riders, along
with other Saddle Seat riders, are look-
ing beyond themselves and working to
benefit others. The United Professional

Horsemen’s Association (UPHA) has
started the Ribbons of Service Program,
in which riders raise money each time
they show throughout the season. The
funds raised go to St. Jude Children’s
Research Hospital or another approved
charity of the rider’s choosing. 

Participants in the program are also
performing service to their community.
This program is showing people outside
of the Saddlebred world just how won-
derful the Saddle Seat community really
is. As participants to this new program,
Megan and I are showing on behalf of
St. Jude’s throughout our last year as
junior exhibitors. The program offers an
extra boost of confidence, in knowing
that I am helping others while doing
something that I love.

Besides helping others, I believe that
Pleasure Equitation is a wonderful place
for riders, as it offers so many learning
opportunities unique to the division. An
individual can learn so much about
sportsmanship knowing that not every
ride will be on the perfect horse, the
cleanest form, and the smoothest figure
work. But, that’s what keeps riders
working. A Pleasure Equitation rider
carries him or herself with confidence.
When I watch Pleasure Equitation riders
I see something I don’t see anywhere
else; I see their hearts. The heart is what

makes the rider, and when all the pieces
are in place an onlooker sees the rider’s
love of the sport. One can see these are
the riders who want this; they are the
ones pushing themselves to do their best
along with the help of their trainers.

Pleasure Equitation has taught me a
lot about myself. I know the lessons I
have learned will continue to flow into
my life outside of the show area and
barn. I have learned that not everything
comes out perfectly the first time
around, but with practice, you can find
your way to the top. This division,
along with the preparation requisite to
showing in this division, has made my
skin a hundred times thicker. It can
come with a considerable amount of
scrutiny placed on an individual as a
rider, which can make someone want to
quit. The true Pleasure Equitation rider
will just keep going and work harder.
Riding in this competitive division has
pushed me to my breaking point a time
or two, and I should add that this is not
easily reached for me. However, I have
learned that quitters don’t cut it in this
sport, so I get right back up and try
again. The “try again” feeling and the
heart of both horse and rider are what
makes each of the riders in this division.
They aren’t going to be stopped; they
have the drive to keep going.  as

Approved shows
and other local shows are encouraged to
submit digital showbills and entry forms
for publication on the site. Member
farms and training stables are offered
pages on the website for a one time fee
of $50. Links are provided for other
member sites as well as sites of interest.
A page is provided to UPHA Chapter
13 when they choose to submit informa-
tion. Lonnie Lavery’s popular website,
www.AskTheTrainerOnline.com, started
as a page on OhioSaddlebred.com. The
Penn-Ohio Futurity and the Tri-State

Saddle Horse Breeders Association were
initially hosted by ASHAO until they
went on to publish their own sites.

Another winter activity is the
February ASHAO sponsored and organ-
ized “tack swap,” in conjunction with
the Penn-Ohio Futurity’s professional
training clinic, and Ohio Limited
Breeders stallion auction.

In May the club holds its Annual
Horse Show in Ashland, Ohio. Classes
are offered not only for American
Saddlebreds and Hackney Ponies but
also for Morgans, Arabians, Half
Arabians, National Show Horses,
Tennessee Walking Horses, Paso Finos,
Quarter Horses, Mountain Gaited
Horses and Open classes. Academy
classes are held on Sunday morning.

Each year, ASHAO makes donations
to new horse shows offering classes for
American Saddlebreds, and sponsors
American Saddlebred classes at many
other shows in addition to donating
money to the Penn-Ohio Futurity and
The Saddlebred Rescue.

Our annual end of the show season
event is a Sweepstakes. Last year it
was held at the Blue Ribbon Fall
Classic Horse Show. Approximately
$4,000 in prize money was distributed
to members who signed up for the
Sweepstakes classes.

Ohio American Saddlebred
Pleasure Horse Association

The Ohio American Saddlebred
Pleasure Horse Association was founded
in 1975 to encourage horse shows to
include classes for pleasure horses, and
to promote Saddlebreds as personal
pleasure mounts. Since that time the
American Saddlebred pleasure classes
are some of the most attended classes.

Along with the American Saddle -
bred’s background as a war mount,
years of selective breeding have made
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the breed one of the most desired per-
sonal mounts.

OASPHA established a trail award
promoting the personal mounts our
members prefer to take to the trails, in
lieu of, or in addition to, the show ring.
Members record the miles they ride or
drive outside of the fenced arenas. OAS-
PHA member Joan Hammond regularly
rides World Champion CHSuperior’s
Successor — affectionately known as
“Spike” — on the trails to help keep
him from being bored. Joan also owns
Spike’s brother, CHDeceptive Odds, who
her mother, Jackie Hammond, regularly
rides on the trails.

Our association would like to thank
the Hammonds for their continued sup-
port of the OASPHA and our horse
show, Heartland Classic Horse Show.
They sponsor our exhibitor’s party on
Saturday night.

So, even the world champions are
not just show horses. Get your horses
out and take a trail ride, see how beauti-
ful our country is through the ears of
your favorite American Saddlebred!

Our new show season is underway
and numbers are holding pretty well so
far. We look forward to a well attended
Heartland Classic, as it is our fund raiser
for the Association. We offer a fun and
safe family horse show in one of the pre-
mier show facilities in the Midwest,
Champions Center at the Clark County
Fairgrounds, Springfield, Ohio.

Ohio State Fair: New Junior Horse
Jackpot classes are being offered at the
2009 Ohio State Fair Horse Show. We
offered Scarlet & Grey classics for the

last 2 years, which required participa-
tion at two of any of the Ohio
Saddlebred horse shows. Due to the eco-
nomic changes that have clouded our
crystal ball, we are instead offering
Junior Horse Jackpot classes that do not
require participation in any other horse
show, to qualify for the premiums. We
also offer many Junior Horse classes
and large premiums in the Ohio Owned
classes and championships.

In order to provide members and
non-members with access to as much
information and as many features as
possible, we’d like to tell you about the
following recent additions and updates
to the ASHA website: 

My Membership 
In this issue we’d like to cover what’s

been happening with the new member-
ship section, what changes we’ve made,
what’s still left to do, and future projects.

We launched the new Membership
section in mid-May, and have since been
working to iron out any bugs and
streamline the entire section. During the
initial few days we were intently moni-
toring Web traffic and logging usage, to
best identify any potential improve-
ments. We’ve made efforts to simplify
the section and make it as powerful as
possible, but the most useful feedback
typically comes after the public starts to
use it. We have squashed a couple of
minor bugs, made a few other adjust-
ments, and changed the member linking
process entirely.

When initially launching the new
membership section, the focus was on
privacy with regard to the linking
process. This meant not providing a
search function to find previously used

numbers, which in turn made it diffi-
cult for users to link their accounts,
due to a lost or forgotten user number.
For privacy reasons, we could not
openly display user numbers, but we
soon realized that we must provide a
better linking method. We have since
developed and implemented a new
method, which DOES allow for a
search. With this new process we hope
to allow much easier access to link
accounts, without being forced to
remember an old number.

Now that we’ve covered what’s cur-
rently happening with this section, we’d
like to look to the near future. As soon
as we’re confident that people are com-
fortable with the regular My Member -
ship section as is, we’ll begin the final
testing on our two newest sections: My
Trails and My Activities. Currently, you
can see a placeholder for these two new
applications in your profile.

My Trails
My Trails is designed to be a trail

riding tracking application. We recog-
nize that many of our Saddlebred own-
ers and enthusiasts absolutely love to
use their horses for trail riding, and we
want to help them track their progress.
This section will allow users to log in,
add miles, track themselves, see status

and ranks, compare against other riders,
and more. We are planning to provide
many helpful utilities with this applica-
tion, such as Google maps to help find
the exact distance of a ride if the rider
has forgotten or didn’t record it.
Additionally, users will be able to see
top lists of riders and trails and a com-
parison chart. We hope our dedicated
trail riders will find this new application
very useful. 

My Activities
Similarly, My Activities is a tracking

program for an individual’s involvement
in all the different activities related to
the Saddlebred world. This section will
allow users to enroll in a wide variety of
activities, track time, and more. Users
will be able to see a “Most Active” list
that can filter by users or activities.
These two sections are still under devel-
opment, so there will be changes made
before launch. We hope to have these
two applications up and running as
soon as possible.

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PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

Years ago at the Kentucky State Fair, I
was introduced to Kalarama Farm’s client,

the late David Goodstein. David expressed some interesting
ideas on the promotion of the American Saddlebred. We spent
several hours talking about his ideas, and during part of our
conversation, he drew an outline of the United States on the
back of the program and put an “X” wherever he thought
there were limited or no Saddle Seat riding programs. Then he
looked at me and said, “this is our biggest problem.”

That conversation got me thinking about my own back-
ground. I had grown up in St. Louis, Missouri, and at that
time it was the home of at least eight Saddle Seat riding estab-
lishments. Several high schools had riding teams and put on
horse shows. I had received an athletic scholarship to a private
high school due to my riding ability, and had the opportunity
to be the riding team captain for four years. All that is gone
now, I thought, and the landscape is peppered with Hunt Seat
programs. I knew David was correct.

Fast track to twenty-plus years later and our problem
remains the same. The fact that the fate of the American
Saddlebred show horse and the Saddle Seat discipline are tied
together cannot be disputed. Where there are strong riding
programs, there are strong horse shows, and there is a good
representation of breeding programs. If today we drew the
same map that David did, we would find large parts of the
United States where there is not a single Saddle Seat riding
program. Plug in Hunter and/or Dressage in place of the word
Saddle Seat, and the map presents a very different picture.

Having discussed the decline of Saddle Seat riding with
many people, I know that there are countless theories on why
this has happened. What we need to do now is to move on
from the theories and start talking about solutions. We have
programs in place that can be expanded upon, we have train-
ers and instructors that are as good as any from the other dis-
ciplines, and once the fundamentals are mastered, we have a
style of riding that takes the rider to advanced horsemanship.
The skills required to ride a five-gaited horse successfully pres-
ent a challenge to the sensitive rider. Such riding is not just a
question of mechanics; it is also an intellectual pursuit, a con-
stant mental competition between horse and rider. It is horse-
manship of the highest order. We have all the tools, but we
need to be building a foundation that will allow Saddle Seat
riding to grow. When that happens, we will find that the
American Saddlebred is prospering.

Before writing this message I did a Google search for
Saddle Seat riding lessons, and 146 sites were listed. I then did
one for Hunt Seat riding lessons and 144,000 sites appeared.
Dressage offered 89,000. You read those figures correctly —
the two other disciplines brought up sites in the thousands
and Saddle Seat barely made it over 100. While these numbers
are not the total picture of the state of Saddle Seat riding, they
do provide an insight into the overwhelming number of

opportunities for people to ride a different seat, and that has a
direct impact on the demand side for the breeder and/or train-
er of the American Saddlebred horse.

Is there a light at the end of this tunnel? I believe there is,
and in fact, if you look hard enough you can see a faint flicker
starting to glow. Programs have been put in place -- and oth-
ers are being discussed -- that will bring Saddle Seat riding out
of the shadows and into the spotlight. A strong base of Saddle
Seat riding participation puts a very different frame around
the picture of our breed’s future in the show ring as a Saddle
Seat horse.

ASHA has several programs that support Saddle Seat rid-
ing. One of the most underutilized is the ability to search for
barns that give Saddle Seat riding lessons on the ASHA Web
site, www.saddlebred.com. The listing price is certainly right
— it’s free — and currently it is very incomplete. I put in my
own zip code and the search revealed one barn, and it was
253 miles away. If I did not know better, this would be very
discouraging! So I encourage everyone who is reading this
message to make a list of the barns in your area that give
Saddle Seat lessons. Encourage them to go to www.saddle-
bred.com and input their information. That one act could
make help make that faint flicker a bit brighter.

Helen Crabtree wrote in her book on Saddle Seat riding
“not only does Saddle Seat present a beautiful picture, but it is
one of the most adaptable styles known to man.”  She also
wrote that, “the prospects of Saddle Seat riding are limitless
— we may create a feeble flame or a glorious blaze, but until
we dare to try, who knows?” 

I vote for the blaze.
